The Carly Ryan Foundation Online Safety Presentation

Internet usage and online safety are significant issues for our students today and seem to be affecting children at
younger ages. Schools are at the forefront of these issues and we feel that it is our responsibility to help educate and
empower both children and parents/carers to keep our children safe in the online world. The @rly Ryan Foundatiowas
founded by Sonya Ryan, the mother of Carly Ryan, a 15 year old girl who tragically lost her life to an online predator, at
Port Elliott, South Australia, in 2007. Sonya Ryan has done a huge amount of research and work in educating children
and families about online safety and was recently recognised for her work, winning South Australian of the Year2016.

On Wednesday September 27" Sonya will be at Waikerie Primary School, presenting a student session for Years 5-7.
This will be followed up with a community event at 7pm (at Waikerie Primary School), which is open to all
parents/carers in our community. We encourage children (year 6 +) to attend this session with you.

Being a father

A father is @ male parent or carer
of a child. A father may not be
biologiczlly related to his child or
live with his chilé all the time. He
may be a grandfather, step-father,
foster father or adoptive father

of 2 child. In this resource, the
terms ‘dac’ and ‘father’ induce
these relationships. Some children
might have more than one father
or relationships with other males
who undertake z significant portion
of parenting and care giving. There
is no one right way to be a father.
Each father brings unique ideas
and expenence to being 2 parent
or carer and has a lot to contrbute
to the mental health and wellbeing
of his child and family.

There are different ways families
are constructed. For example,
some families have many people,
some have few people, some
have people of different genders,
ages, and cultural backgrounds.
Some children have contact with
a father, while others do not. It

is not necessary for a child to
have z father figure in their life
for them to be able to feel loved,
secure and happy in their family.
Supporting a child and having their
best interests in mind is what is
important, as this has a positive
impact on their mental health and
wellbeing.

Dads make a difference

A father and hig child building their
relationship fogether ie a special and deeply
rewarding experience.

Why are fathers important?

Children benefit from secure, loving relztionships with their
parents and carers. Not long after birth, babies start to notice
that their mum and dad feel, sound, smell and look different
from each other and from other people. In particular, a baby
might notice that their father has a deeper voice and bigger
hands, and may spend lots of time looking at their cad,
fascinated, noticing everything that is unique to him.

When dads bond, engage and spend time with their baby, they
are introduang their child to something new and interesting—
their dad!
